

What:  Exercise SEISMIC PHOENIX
When:  APRIL 23-25, 2010    
Where:  Blueberry Hill Community Park, Franklin Park, PA
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Over the past few years, the Southwestern PA Emergency Response Group (Region 13) has been developing a medical surge plan  to respond a disaster involving mass casualties; this plan is now ready to be tested.  From April 23-25, 2010, the Region 13 Health and Medical Committee will be conducting a full scale exercise in which disaster victims injured during a ‘simulated’ natural disaster will require medical care--stressing the current capability of our hospital network.  Regional assets purchased for this plan will be tested for the first time.  In order for the test to be successful, volunteers  are needed to stress test the plan, and disaster victims are needed at the disaster site and participating hospitals.  All volunteers are welcome—with clinical and non-clinical experience—and ALL interested parties are invited to participate in any or all of the activities over the weekend.  
It is important for food and shelter planning purposes to know who will be present and when.  Because of this, an RSVP will be required in order to plan appropriately for the participants (see RSVP Form).  We will have a complete field kitchen to provide fresh food for each meal and coffee/snacks available around the clock.  
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There will be three operational periods over the weekend: the first is on Friday afternoon, then Saturday morning, and finally Saturday afternoon.  Participation in one of these operational activities is strongly encouraged if you have not been involved before.  Each period will include a one hour educational class followed by patient reception, treatment and evacuation/discharge period of approximately three hours.  A hotwash or review of the operational exercise will end each period.  There will be three classes to choose from but they will be provided at multiple times so you can register to take all three classes if you wish:  
· Class 1:  Electric Power Generation and Distribution

· Class 2:  Patient Administrative Tasks: Admission, charting, transfer, discharge

· Class 3:  Critical Care in an Austere Environment:  Advanced SimMan (for real time treatment decisions, ventilator care, etc.)

If you are not already registered in SERVPA, the Pennsylvania database for volunteers, we will be able to register you on site.  We would love to include new volunteers so can keep you updated on future training and exercise opportunities.

Volunteer Opportunities

There are many different ways in which you can participate; here are the available opportunities:  
· Equipment set-up on Friday morning and/or breakdown on Sunday morning – no previous experience necessary; however, the training class will be required.

· Clinical care  of disaster victims at the portable hospital – PA license required; Class #3 recommended but not required.  

· Facility management of portable structures – heating, ventilation, medical gases – experience preferred or Class #1 must be taken.

· Communications – voice, data, etc. – experience preferred.
· Recordkeeping, documentation, patient tracking – no experience necessary but Class #2 must be taken.
· Moulage artists are needed to apply make-up for mock injuries of disaster victims - no experience required and moulage supplies will be provided.  Moulage artists can also participate as disaster victims if they wish.  
· Disaster victim – no experience necessary.  
· Food preparation and services – no experience necessary.

· Disaster Controller or Evaluator – training class will be required; to be held on March 11 at 3:30 p.m.
